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From the Rector:

Everyone,

The response to the Diocesan appeal to help the
people of Haiti recover from the earthquake has been
generous. Our contribution from St Mary Magdalene
has been over $7,000, and gifts from around the
Diocese are over $300,000. With the matching
$75,000 from the Anschutz foundation on top of that, |
wouldn't be surprised if the total eventually surpasses
$400,000. That money will be distributed to Episcopal
Relief and Development and the Colorado Haiti
Project. Thank you for your generosity and continued
prayers for the people of Haiti.

The reality, though, is that this will be a long process of
recovery. Bringing relief to a country that had no
infrastructure is a huge task, and the work will continue
for months and years. We would do well to continue to
be aware of the needs there and to continue our
efforts to help. One of our Lenten Soup suppers
ahead (March 17) will be a tie-dye party, and | hope
we'll get to hear from individuals who have been on
site and can personally speak to the situation there.

Let us be thankful for roofs over our heads, food on
our tables, clean water to drink, and a fairly stable
infrastructure, and let's continue to help provide the
same for those still suffering in Haiti.

Godly Play News

Now is the time for the color purple. It is the season
of Lent Bthe time to get ready for the Great Mystery
of Easter. How will you get ready? One way the
children began to get ready was by participating in
the Pretzel Making/Prayer Writing evening. After
hearing the story of how one man who lived a long
time ago used the pretzel to help people remember
to say their prayers during Lent, the children made
pretzels. They rolled out the dough into long strips
and folded the strips around like arms crossed in
prayer. They then brushed them with water and
sprinkled them with salt. While the pretzels were
baking the children had the opportunity to write a
prayer on a paper pretzel. They took these prayers
home to say during the season of Lent. Then they
all feasted on their fresh, warm pretzels. A good
time was had by all.

Several Sundays ago marked a change in Christian
Education on Sundays at 10:00 for the children of
the parish. The classes were switched around to
accommodate numbers, and 6™ graders were
added to the older class. Both younger classes
